We are a small group, and one trial track can need up to four helpers, so tracking people must be prepared to help each
other.

To set tracks we use 500mm to 1 meter of brightly coloured ribb ons. We put these ribbons on the tree s so that we know
where we are going.
Tracking Dogs use 10 meter leads and Tracking Harnesses.
To get started you will need a reward for the dog 1 something the dog really wants (small pieces of food), a soft collar, a
2-3 meter lead and four old socks with your scent on them.
Dogs must be on lead at all times in a State Forest.
