Your commands should be 6Fetchd, Hold and Give. Ther e
to retrieve and those that have no interest in it whatsoever . For those of you that have dogs that love

to chase and retrieve and play your main problems will probably be having the dog come directly to
you and sit quietly, or mouthing or playing with the dumbell. For those of you that have dogs that
have no inter estin the chase or retrieve or play your work is really cut out.

dogs head, under the dogs jaw (but not touching it) and even put your finger on the ends of the

dumbell and the dog should not release (or open itds
Most dogs do not like the idea of you putting this big wooden or plastic 6thingdo i
you really think about it, you wouldnoét I|i ke someone
your mouth either, so make sure that you speak quiet|l

finger in between the back teeth (there is a gap and you can see it if you pull the dogs lips down)
and gently opening the mouth and then placing the dumbell behind the dogs canine teeth.

If you look closely you will see that your dog has very soft pieces if skin around the inside of the
mouth, you need to be very careful, that you do not catch this skin on the teeth as it will hurt the dog,



and in turn set up a dislike of the dumbell. It is for this reason that when the dumbell is first introduced

to the d og, you need to do it under the auspices of a qualified instructor. After you have the dumbell

in the dogds mouth, gently hold the | ower jaw up, (t

This is your first step. Do not force the dog to hold it for any longer than a second. You are trying to

encourage the dog to  hold it, and you will very gradually increase the length of time you ask the dog

to hold it. When the dog is holding the dumbell unt i
of the exercise.

It is amazing how many dogs love to chase balls, wi Il race out and fetch their toys, grab a Frisbee, but
are not interested in the dumbell. You need to remember that, for them, they are being told to do
something on command and not as they want to do it, and whilst they may drop a ball a couple of

feetin front of you, or run around you and tease you, this is not allowed with the dumbell.

If you have a dog that does not like to play (my old girl Sabra is like that) it took me a full 12 months to

get her to fetch the dumbell and that was training her at lea st 4 to 5 days a week, but we got there
eventually, my other Shepherd loved to play and retrieve, but she would only bring the dumbell to

about 3 feet in front of me and then drop it and stand looking at me. It took me at least 6 months to
teachhertobr i ng it in and hold it wuntil told to 6givebo0.

There are many problems that can & will be encountered when teaching the dumbell and it one of

the exercises that handlers will give up on, and, because this exercise is the basis of many other
exercises in Ope n, UD & UDX level of trialling, many handlers go no further than Novice level, but with
practice and patience everybody can get there. If | can, so can you.

I didndét mean this to be such a |l ong item. Buhereist i s
so much | would like to say, | have only touched on the subject. Next month | will talk about how to

move on from simply teaching the dog to hold the dumbell to actually retrieving it. If you do have

FOX TERRIER

Temperament: excitable, outgoing, and playful
Cost: $350-$1000 smooth. $850- $1000 wire
Lifespan: 14 years

Maintenance: medium
Recommended for: active families, fit older people

Thereds never a dull moment when therebds a Fox
overflowing enthusiasm, these dogs make terrific pets for children, families and energetic older
people.

Their small, trim appearance and alert nature, however, make them a popular choice as companion
dogs, although few truly ever lose their ratting instincts.

Appearance

Small, trim, and alert, Fox Terriers standing around 38cm and weigh 8 kg. The two
breeds are separated by coat types, the Smooth more common in Australia, although the scruffy look
of the Wire is also very popular. They come in white, with black or tan markings. It is now illegal to
dock tails.

Temperament

Most Fox terriers are active, alert, and feisty when provoked, and thrive on exercise.
While very intelligent, they are easily bored and many are known garden diggers! They are outgoing
and endlessly curious, sometimes to their detriment i snakes and bigger dogs do pose dangers. Fox
Terriers themselves can be a danger to small to medium animals of any type which they love to
chase if the opportunity arises. They make great watchdogs, although can become problem barkers if
neglected.

Health

Most Vets will tell you Fox Terriers are more accident-prone than many other breeds,
stemming from their curiosity, excitability and failure to realize they are substantially smaller than
other dogs. Snakebite, car strike and dog fights are not uncommon, although responsible owners will
realize safe, secure fences will prevent most of these incidents.
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Some Fox Terriers have a tendency towards skin complaints such as eczema, and smooth dogs are
especially vulnerable to flybite, which can cause pain and crusting on the soft tips of the ears.

Grooming
Smooth Fox terriers should be brushed each week, and the short fine coat will shed a
surprising amount of hair. Wire-hired dogs need frequent brushing and show dogs will have their old
coats stripped out for the new coat to grow through. Bathe when necessary.
House pet potential
These are dogs are small enough to live indoors but some may be so excitable that

ornaments, other pets and young children could be tumbled over in the heat of a game. Most will
adapt to indoor or outdoor situations.
Exercise.

Regular exercise is often the key to a happy, well-balanced Fox Terrier. A daily walk for 30
minutes will burn off a lot of energy and socialize him with the outside world.

Ideal owner and training
Fox Terriers are fabulous dogs which, if in neglectful hands, can become a
nuisance. But responsible, reliable people would find it hard to name a better breed. Patience is
needed with training, and long-time owners advise making training a game with food rewards as
incentives.
Breeding
Few whelping problems are found in this breed. Litters average four pups.
